
Biography of Erica Hart-Whitecloud: 
 
Erica Hart-Whitecloud, Red Lake Ojibwe, holds both a MBA and a B.B.A. with an 
emphasis in Management from the University of Central Oklahoma.  Ms. Hart-
Whitecloud is the C.E.O. for Casino Enterprise Division of the Cheyenne and Arapaho 
Tribes (CATCED). CATCED consists of 4 casinos; the Lucky Star Casinos located in 
Concho and Clinton, and the Feather Warrior Casinos located in Watonga and Canton.  
CATCED is also working on the development of a fifth casino to be located in Hammon, 
OK.  Prior to her position as CEO of CATCED, Ms. Hart-Whitecloud worked within the 
Cheyenne and Arapaho Tribal Government in a variety of positions including: Chief of 
Staff for the Office of the Governor, Executive Director for the Department of 
Administration, Business Manager, Communications/IT Director, and other positions 
within the Tribal Finance and Planning department.  
 
One of Ms. Hart-Whitecloud’s proudest career accomplishments is the development of 
the IT department of the Tribes.  The Tribes started with one finance server and dial-up 
internet access and have developed into a fully staffed, well trained IT department that 
manages a state-of-the-art IT infrastructure for all tribal entities and enterprises.
